The National Trust for Jersey is delighted to announce that it has recently been gifted over 6 vergees of coastal land in close proximity to L’Etacquerel Fort, together with a small wooded valley and reservoir amounting to just over 4 vergees. The whole area has been purchased by members of the Berni family in memory of Frank and Lina Berni.

It is intended that the small number of agricultural fields will be farmed organically and a programme of hedgerow restoration will be instigated in the Autumn.  The land lies in close proximity to the Trust’s existing holding at Le Don Starck and is a very welcome addition to the Trust’s coastline campaign.
